The Workshop meeting of the Bridgman City Council was held in the Council chambers at Bridgman City Hall, 9765 Maple Street and called to order by Mayor Birmingham.

Moved by Council Member Crocker and supported by Council Member Boyd to accept the minutes of the March 1, 2010.  Motion was passed unanimously.

Moved by Council Member Ramso and supported by Council Member Crocker to approve the bills in the amount of $132, 376.62.  Motion was passed unanimously.

HEARING OF CITIZENS:

Greg Kovacs, 9806 Toth stated that he has a Dodge Dakota in his driveway that is not licensed nor does it run.  The Police Chief gave him a warning and stated that he has 15 days to get it licensed.  Mr. Kovacs stated that he does not have the money to repair or get it licensed and would like more time to complete the requirements.   It was requested that the City Attorney and City Manager meet with the Chief of Police to see if he could have more time for the repairs.  Mr. Kovacs also asked about Parking in the City, he stated that he has no room to park.

Moved by Council Member Boyd and supported by Council Member Anderson to give the first reading of Ordinance 179 “Prohibit persons from placing snow, ice, slush, dirt and debris on public property and consider adding an “Intent” paragraph to the Ordinance.  Motion was passed unanimously.
Moved by Council Member Liskey and supported by Council Member Boyd to approve the Spring Clean up schedule and accept recommendation from the Committee on the cost recovery of bags by charging $2.00 for 5 bags for use in leaf pick up, effective immediately.
