Leaf Bags:

· are to be used only for leaves, grass clippings and yard waste.

· must either be rolled or folded closed.

· should not be overfilled.  City workers must be able to lift the bags into the back of a dump truck.  If you can’t lift them, neither can we.  If your bags are too heavy, city workers will not pick them up, and you will be asked to redistribute the weight among additional bags.

City workers will not pick up leaf bags made from any material other than biodegradable paper.  Bags are available for purchase at City Hall and can also be purchased at home improvement and hardware stores.

Important:  Leaf and brush burning within the city limits is prohibited.
